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From the desk of Father Koys
= Dear Parishioners,
L | The sermon on the mount never gets
old. Let your yes mean yes, and no
mean no. Something happened to
me while driving around the South
during my sabbatical that taught me
a good lesson related to this “yes” and “no” thing of
Jesus. Maybe you, like me, have a personal “playlist”
of favorite songs on your phone. I have several. One I
call “fun songs” that is great for long trips. Obviously,
it has many John Denver tunes on it. So I was (sort
of) following my GPS to get somewhere when “Sweet
Surrender” played. So, I was singing along at full
voice:
“Tomorrow is open, right now it seems to be more
than enough just to be here today. Sweet, sweet
surrender. Live, live without care. Like a fish in the
water. Like a bird in the air.” Anyway, Mr. GPS said,
“turn left at the next exit.” Well, I completely missed
that exit and had to drive around 30 extra minutes to
get back on track.

Here’s where Jesus’ wisdom came in. When
I was young, this song comforted me by teaching me
not to worry so much. While my future was an open
book and my worries were many, it felt good to
surrender anxiety for freedom. Being free as a bird
floating on the wind only comes now and then. When
it does, we need to see it as a moment of grace. Even
if we make a mistake, like missing an exit, it’s ok to
say something like, “Oh well, tomorrow’s another
day” or “There’s got to be another road ahead.” Life
can be sweet and its simple pleasures need a little
carefree “silly initiative” on our part. There is
wisdom in the silly song, “Don’t worry, be happy.”

Yet, Jesus’ admonition that our yes needs to
remain yes reveals a deeper sense of our “sweet
surrender.” At the deepest level, our surrender is our
surrender to a lifelong constant, no turning back,
surrender to God’s will. As we live life, we see that a
carefree life can easily turn into an irresponsible life.
It’s one thing to say, “Oh well” about our mistakes,
especially our sins, it’s another thing to say “yes” to
God’s will in our lives, without hesitation or
compromise.

A new convert to the faith usually faces this
challenge. The yes of Baptism and Confirmation

swiftly becomes a firm “maybe.” Then it becomes an
“I don’t think so.” ‘Cradle Catholics’ face it, too.
Every time we face a temptation, we forget that we
said “yes” to God’s will. We also said “no” to sin. The
sweetest form of our sweet surrender connects us to
great saints, like St. Francis or Thomas Aquinas.

So, next time you’re alone on a highway and
you're listening to your favorite song, I recommend
singing along at the top of your voice. But, be sure to
ask God for the grace to know and always do His will.
That gives us the only true freedom.
